It is ranked among 

top art schools for the quality and number of stu-

dent exchanges and welcomes around 50 exchange 

students every year. Courses are offered in both 

traditional and digital techniques and students can 

develop their work in 5,800m2 of studio space.

It has a huge student population – 450,000 –  

and was awarded European Capital of Culture in 

2013.
