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UWE Global Success Scholarship – 2026/27 

Terms and conditions relating to the UWE Bristol international scholarships available to new 
students classed as overseas for fees purpose at UWE Bristol starting a course this academic 
year can be found here.  

In addition: 

Eligibility 

• Open to new international undergraduate students starting from the 2026/27 
academic year. 

• Not available to current or continuing students; those progressing from a partner 
institution or UWE Bristol, International College (Kaplan). 

• Not available to those progressing from a partner institution onto an advanced 
entry year (YR2 or YR3). Or, any Top Up courses. 

• If you are joining a Foundation course or a 4-year course, only the first 3 years 
are awarded. 

• Sponsored students (those receiving financial support from external 
organisations such as governments, companies, or charities) are not eligible. 

• You can only be in receipt of one University of the West of England scholarship. If 
you meet the eligibility criteria for more than one scholarship, you will be 
awarded the scholarship which is the most beneficial to you (unless otherwise 
stated). 

Scholarship Value 

• Worth up to £9,000 over three academic years, awarded as follows. 

o Year 1 - £2,500 

o Year 2 - £3,000* 

o Year 3 - £3,500* 

• The scholarship is not available during placement/sandwich (compulsory or non-
compulsory) or study abroad years. 

• You must complete at least 3 support activities each year of academic study to 
receive the full award each year. 

• The scholarship does not apply to re-sit years and cannot be transferred to another 
course. 

• If you suspend your studies, you will no longer be eligible for the scholarship, 
including if you return to your course at a later date.

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*Continuing Your Scholarship in Years 2 and 3 

To continue receiving the UWE Global Success Scholarship in Years 2 and 3, you'll need to: 

• Remain enrolled as an international fee-paying student  
• Complete at least 3 support activities in your First year of study, and each 

subsequent year ongoing. 

Your engagement will be reviewed throughout your studies. To remain eligible for the 
scholarship, you must meet the minimum engagement requirements each academic year, as 
outlined above. If these requirements are not met, the scholarship will not continue. Once 
the scholarship has ended or been removed, you will not be able to become eligible for it 
again. All decisions are final. 
 

UWE Bristol Support Responsibilities 

• Recipients must represent UWE Bristol by participating in events or promotional 
activities. 

• Activities will not exceed 10 hours per term and will not interfere with academic 
studies. 

• Examples of activities include: 

o Completing surveys or providing testimonials 

o Participating in focus groups 

o Engaging with prospective students via the "Ask a Student" Unibuddy 
platform 

o Creating content, blogs or videos for social media, emails or the website to 
enhance recruitment assets  

• You will be invited to a welcome event at the start of the academic year, where full 
details of activities and how to access the activity planner will be shared with you.
