	Definition of AL- PGR6.2 Recognition of prior certificated learning (AL) in MPhil, PhD, MPhil and DPhil by publication awards

Prior certificated learning is accredited or otherwise certificated by an institution of higher education, including the UWE or other external body acceptable to the University.  It is usually referred to as accredited learning or simply AL.
· You must match prior learning to current available UWE modules - obsolete UWE modules or UWE modules without a current module run will not be accepted.
· Possession of a Masters degree does not mean your application will be automatically accepted.

· A case should be made for the University to consider the aims, learning outcomes and assessment of a current UWE module to have been satisfied by your prior learning.  This includes providing evidence to this effect in the form of module learning outcomes and assessments, degree certificates and transcripts of marks obtained (or references from suitable sources as to your academic achievement) – see Section 3.

· You should approach your Director of Studies who will need to consider your evidence against the learning outcomes of the target module, and demonstrate how they have been met - see Section 4. 
· Your application will then be considered by the Graduate School Accredited Learning Panel (GS AL).  The Graduate School will get in touch with you as soon as possible with the outcome of your application.
· The UWE credit requirement for PGRs is for use in developing competencies described on the Researcher Development Framework so the UWE modules being proposed for AL should help the PGR do this.
· The Graduate School Accredited Learning Panel will not consider applications for Accredited Experiential Learning (AEL), as these applications must be made to the relevant Faculty.
